Supported housing is accommodation for people who are

aged 60 and over, who can live on their own but who would like to have
support close by.
We have 33 supported housing schemes across Dacorum with a range of self-contained flats
and bungalows. Social gatherings and activities are often available within these schemes.

Mayflower Avenue near Hemel Hempstead Town Centre, is a purpose-built supported scheme.

Where is Mayflower Avenue?

Mayflower Avenue is close to Hemel Hempstead Town Centre. The area is ideally located as it
is close to shops both on the Old Town High Street and in the Marlowes. It is also close to The
Forum, Gadebridge Park and Keens Field.

The nearest doctors’ surgery is Fernville Surgery, which is about a ten-minute walk away.

How many flats are there?
There are 29 self-contained flats in the scheme.

What facilities are there?

The scheme has a communal laundry room for tenants to use, and parking is available for
residents.

Many residents attend the events and activities organised in other local supported housing
schemes, nearby Elizabeth House has many social events and welcome other people to join
them regularly.

What activities do other tenants participate in?

Tenants are welcome to join other local schemes in their activities. Mayflower avenue does
not have any communal rooms, so there are no regular activities that run at the scheme. We
run tablet courses to help tenants get online as well as a range of other Tenant Academy
courses, these are usually held in the communal lounges of nearby supported housing
schemes.
